Instructions for Adjusting Poster for your Unit
The posters that  are included in this download are easily adjusted to make them usable for your squadron or group. 
These are Microsoft word files that have been adapted from the posters available on the national website. One for cadet programs, one is for Senior programs.
Open the existing file and replace meeting time, the contact info, Squadron name, who to contact, and the web address with your own unit information.

I print mine on the hp 1210 all in one printer and they come out looking great. I also recommend using card stock that can be purchased at Office Depot, Staples, or any good office supply store. Most any decent printer will make these look very professional.

In the future we will have more posters created for your units to use.

My suggestion for posting the posters are to use several posters at each location if possible.

The places that seem to work well in our area are:

The great thing is that these posters can be printed for relatively little cost and take a few hours time by several members in your unit to distribute them.
