*(Finding #22):  The wing has not established a standard reimbursement rate per aircraft type as required by CAPR 66-1 para 14b

-- The wing charges $20 per hour for maintenance and allows each unit to set the 

reimbursement rate based on the $20/hour and local overhead costs

Response/Corrective Action:  On 15 September 2003, the Wing supplemented CAPR 66-1 para 14b and established new flying hour charges based on HOBBS meter readings and the dry rate for each aircraft type as follows:

Cessna 182  $30.00 per hour  ($22 paid to Wing and $8.00 to unit).

Cessna 172  $27.00 per hour  ($20 paid to Wing and $7.00 to unit).
