OPERATIONS PLAN

National Check Pilot Standardization Course

Ft Worth, TX

6-8 Feb, 2009
1. SITUATION:   

On the weekend of 6-8 Feb 2009, Texas Wing, Civil Air Patrol will conduct a National Check Pilot Standardization Course at Meacham Airport, (FTW), Ft Worth, TX.  Friday, 6 February is only an arrival day.  The class size will be limited to 20 trainee slots, with priority given to currently designated check pilots with NCPSC expirations in Q2 2009 or sooner.  Mission Check Pilots are also invited to attend, especially if they have not attended in the past three years.  Current Texas Wing Check Pilot Examiners are requested to attend as instructors.
The course will begin at 0800 on Saturday, 7 February, and will conclude with the completion of a Form 5 check ride for Check Pilots, and a Form 91 check ride for Mission Check Pilots.  A flight evaluation must be successfully completed to obtain credit for the NCPSC.  All course requirements are expected to be complete by 1700 on Sunday, 8 February.  The classroom location is the Civil Air Patrol facility in the terminal building of the airport.   A/C parking will be at Texas Jet on the North side of the ramp.   

2. PURPOSE:

The primary purpose of this course is the evaluation of the Check Pilot applicant.  Each applicant is expected to have a current Form 5 prior to the course.  Cessna 172, 182, 182T NAV III will be available for the course; Gippsland GA8 availability is TBD.  Each applicant will be required to bring to the course a copy of all check pilot documents required by 60-1 paragraphs (2-3)(a) and (3-1).  Also, each applicant will need to bring a CAPF 2A, signed by their squadron and group commanders, requesting that the applicant be placed on Texas Wing Check Pilot or Mission Check Pilot orders. All pilots will be required to have their pilot logbooks to document required recent experience and 25 missions for Mission Check Pilots.
3. ADMINISTRATION:

A special TXWGF 17A, is attached to this Ops Plan.  All prospective attendees must have this form signed by their Unit Commander and forwarded through Group Command to Capt. Leonard Laws, Texas Wing Stan/Eval Officer, and Project Officer.  This should be done by email to leonard.laws@gmail.com.  You will not be considered for the course if the special 17a is not submitted and completely filled out.  Prospective attendees shall submit their TXWGF 17a no later than 31 January to allow sufficient time for planning and logistical support. Attendance must be approved before arrival.  

An applicant or Examiner who attends without prior approval will not receive credit for the course.  Approval must be received from the project officer, prior to attendance.  Notification of approval will be via e-mail, so double check the e-mail address in the Special Information section of the 17a.  
CP/MCP Examiners who would like to attend as an instructor/evaluator must also submit a completed and approved TXWGF 17a.  Note that renewal of the NCPSC date in Ops Qual requires a flight evaluation, regardless of participation as a ground instructor and/or Examiner.  
All approved attendees are expected to bring the equipment and current publications listed in “Applicant’s Practical Test Checklist” for the FAA Practical Test Standard which applies to the F5 they expect to complete, or their most recent F5 (for Mission Check Pilot attendees).

The CAP Form 108, F104’s, and TXWG Fuel Use forms for outbound sorties must be completed and returned to the Texas Wing Finance within three days of mission completion or funding cannot be guaranteed.
4. LODGING:

Some of the nearby lodging facilities are listed below.  We have not reached agreement with a hotel near the field.  Information will be provided at future date, if required. Those attendees requesting further lodging information should contact Lt Col Sager.

5. TRANSPORTATION:

CAP transportation will be provided to and from the designated lodging and the airport for those members without personal transportation.  For those arriving by aircraft, please advise the logistics officer at least three days in advance of your planned arrival time and aircraft “N” number to prevent any unnecessary delays in ground transportation.
6. AIRCRAFT OPERATIONS:

All flights, including inbound and outbound sorties, will be released only by FROs assigned to this project; these FROs will also appear on the TXWG FRO list.  Contact information will be provided to attendees by email.  All flight operations during the exercise will originate from the Meacham airport (FTW). All attendees MUST be familiar with the operational requirements of class D airports underlying class B airspace, as well as all NOTAMs (published or otherwise) that may affect operations at this and nearby airports.  Current facility publications and airport diagrams are required.  Satellite operations may be conducted at nearby airports at the discretion of the Check Pilot.  Working areas will be selected for non-conflict during air operations.  
The FBO is Texas Jet, (800) 776-4547, ARINC 129.85.  Tie-down will be on the ramp side of the FBO.  Questions concerning parking and tie-down should be addressed to the logistics officer.   Fuel and maintenance requirements should be identified early so that aircraft can be properly prepared and taken care of.  Cessna 182 fuel tanks should be filled ONLY to the bottom of the filler neck so that three people can go out on each sortie.  Fuel injected Cessna 172 (R,S) or C172 with long range tanks should be fueled to a predetermined partial fuel level, if specified.
The PIC of each inbound aircraft will be accountable for the condition of the aircraft file, maintenance status, and required equipment.  The standardized AIF must contain sufficient weight and balance worksheets for expected use in the exercise, including current information on the weight of equipment required to be carried in the aircraft.  All Cessna aircraft used at this exercise shall have on board a fuel dipstick which allows the PIC to determine the quantity of fuel on board.  In addition, the following equipment is required to be on the aircraft:

· control locks
· wheel chocks 
· tie down kits conforming to CAPR 66-1 
Wheel chocks and control locks shall be placed promptly following engine shutdown and any ground handling.
All aircraft attending this activity shall have, within one week prior to departure from home base, a CAPF 71, Aircraft Inspection Checklist, completed by the Squadron Commander or Squadron Safety Officer, signed and dated.  It is preferred that the CAPF 71 be scanned and emailed to the project officer prior to inbound flight release; if this is not possible, this inspection form must be presented to the project officer upon arrival by the PIC with a copy kept in the Aircraft file.
7. MEALS:

On Saturday, lunch will be provided.  A social dinner at Shady Oak Bar-b-que is planned for Saturday evening, cost to be borne by the attendee. All other meals will be at the discretion of the attendee.
8. COST:

The cost will be $15 per attendee, including Check Pilot Examiners, to cover course materials and lunch on Saturday.  The fee will be paid at registration.
