3. Engine -- SHUTDOWN and inspect for damage.

If engine fails to start:

4. Throttle -- FULL OPEN.

5. Mixture -- IDLE CUT OFF.

6. Cranking -- CONTINUE.

7. Fuel Shutoff Valve -- OFF (Pull Full Out).
8. Auxiliary Fuel Pump —- OFF.
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
